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Tim & Daina Datwyler - Missionaries 
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The Datwyler’s ministry and work in sustainable agriculture is very diverse and covers a 
large area of the mountainous region of Ecuador. Their work is multifaceted in that they 
are missionaries with The Mission Society working with the Iglesia Evangelica Metodista 
Unida del Ecuador and are also in collaborative arrangements with Compassion 
International and SIFAT. Their current work spans five regions ranging in altitude of over 
10,000 feet to over 12,000 feet. This coupled with varied climatic conditions, cultural 
variables and distance makes their ministry very unique and challenging. 

REGIONS OF MINISTRY 

��  Quito – A collaborative effort with SIFAT of Lineville, AL involves an urban agriculture 
project. This project is located in a very impoverished area of Quito xettled by 
squatters in search of a place to live. The Datwylers will be involved in above ground 
gardening, small space gardening, container gardening, rooftop gardening and other 
methods for urban areas. Current needs are funds to implement this simple but 
important project. 

��  Guallabamaba- The national church is in the infant stages of development. To enable 
the churches to become self supportive the Datwylers are developing an area for 
production agriculture with citrus, vegetables and other fruit crops. They are also 
currently involved in evangelism in the local community and assistance to the very 
poor local school. Current needs for this project are: house so the Datwylers can 
move close to the site, tiller, packing shed, honey house, computers for the school 
and other farming needs. 

��  Pijal- A Quechua feeding program is being conducted in collaboration with 
Compassion International, Iglesia Evangelica and the Datwylers.  Currently a 1.5 acre 
site is being developed as a intensive gardening site to supplement the feeding 
program. When complete the facility will be irrigated for rotational crops. 

��  Romerrios- One of the challenges of agriculture is the high altitudes. Located at over 
12,000 feet in elevation, this Quechua village is very poor and depends upon a single 
onion crop per year. Currently the Datwylers are developing plots to determine other 
crops for the region and to be grown year around. One of the current projects involves 
the production of blueberries. 

��  Pastocalle- this village has a combination school/church and feeding program for this 
predominantly Quechua community. Poor agriculture practices have destroyed the 
soil with the resulting loss of young people from the area. One of the projects 
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underway is the construction of a greenhouse on the third floor of the school to 
produce food to supplement the feedin program and teach horticulture skills to the 
childrenm. 
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�  Quito – Material to construct gardens, lessons and bulletins in Spanish, greenhouse to 
supply gardens, seeds. 

�  Guallabamba – Tiller, irrigation piping, house for Datwylers, Combination packing 
shed & honey bee house, plants, weed eaters, gardening equipment, backpack 
sprayer, honeybee hives, small greenhouse. 

�  Pijal – Irrigation equipment, plants, tiller, plant labels, small greenhouse. 

�  Romerrios – Material for small garden construction, blueberry plants, drip irrigation 
equipment. 

�  Pastocalle – Greenhouse, special containers for production.
